Splash Package includes 3 hours in the Neptune Room, located off of the Nat pool deck which accommodates 20 

guests. The cost is $400.00. The party times are: Saturdays or Sundays 1:30 pm-4:30 pm. Everyone attending the 

party is a guest, even those not swimming. If you exceed the 20 guest limit you/ your guests must pay $12/person. 

Parties are not to exceed 3 hrs.

Please note a valid government issued photo 

I.D. (driver’s license, state issued I.D.. military I.D,  passport or CFone Card must be presented by each 

person over the age of 16 for access into the building.

GUIDELINES 

 Age Verification: Guests aged 16 and over must present a government-issued photo ID, such as a 

driver's   license, for building entry.

AQUATIC CENTER ETIQUETTE

 Swimwear: All patrons must wear appropriate swim attire while using the Aquatic Center. 

 Adult Supervision: For the safety of our young swimmers, please remember that one adult in a swimsuit 

must accompany every five children under the age of 9. Specific guidelines apply: 

 Children aged 7 and 8 must have an adult in a swimsuit with them. 

 Children aged 5 and 6 must maintain visual contact with the adult in a swimsuit at 

all times. 

 Children aged 4 and under must be within arm's reach of an adult in a swimsuit at 

all times. 

 Swim Diapers: Children aged 4 and under are required to wear swim diapers while in the water. 

 Height Requirement: To enjoy the big slide, individuals must be at least 48" tall. 

 No Food or Drinks: Please refrain from bringing food or drinks into the Aquatic Center. 

 Pool Hours: Keep in mind that open swim times may vary. For the latest information on pool hours, 

please check our pool schedule.
